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Abstract



This study aimed to 1dentify the role of institutions of Microfinance
projects in Hadhramout Governorate in improving and developing the micro
projects through the fund they provide, the financial policies they follow, the
most significant obstacles through studying the improvement and

development of micro projects in the Governorate.

The study adopted the Analytical Descriptive Methodology: the
researcher has depended, in selecting the sample, on simple random sample
that was formed of (384) projects. A total 384 questionnaires were
distributed in Hadhramout Governorate both Coastal and Valley areas on
various sectors and activities. A number of 384 questionnaires were returned

back, 371 were accredited, and 13 were excluded for filling-data mistakes.

The study has reached to a number of conclusions among them: thereisa
role for micro finance projects’ funding institutions working in Hadhramout
Governorate in improving and developing micro projects in the Governorate
through the size of fund provided, policies followed by funding mstitutions.
The study proved that there is a group of obstacles that faces funding among
them: the instability of political and financial situations, weak trust between
micro projects owners and funding institutions, and the non-availability of

reliable feasibilities for those projects.

The researcher recommends the necessity of maintaining the role made by
funding institutions in Hadhramout Govemorate, improving and

strengthening it through supporting the financial situation for those
