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Abstract

The study aimed to measure the level of work continuity and measure
the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on the continuity of work n the
Mukalla Fish Canning Factory (Al-Ghawezi). The dimensions of the COVID-
19 pandemic (the number of deaths, the number of injuries) were studied, as
were the dimensions of work continuity (occupational health and safety, job
discipline, work tumover, production processes, marketing).

The study used the descriptive analytical method, and the questionnaire was
used as a tool for the study to collect information and data. A planned sample
of (65) employees in the Mukalla Fish Canning Factory (Al-Ghawizi) was
selected.

The study concluded with a set of results, the most important of which were:
The level of awareness of the study sample about the work continuity in the
Mukalla Fish Canning Factory (Al-Ghawizi) was available to a moderate
level, and there was a statistically significant effect of the COVID-19
pandemic on the continuity of work in the Mukalla Fish Canning Factory (Al-
Ghawizi), the study also showed that there are no statistically significant
differences between the average opinions of the study sample due to personal
and occupational variables: (gender, age, educational qualification, job title,
years of work experience).

The study also recommended a set of recommendations, the most important
of which were: interest in establishing and providing financial support to
manage work continuity and providing it with specialized and qualified
cadres, and conducting training courses for employees to increase their ability
to know how to deal in times of crisis.
