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Muslim Commander's Authority in Making Decisions during
and after Combat

Abstract:

This research has come to cope with the updates of military issues with Islamic
rules, applying the Islamic sharia rules and evidence, and clarifying the Islamic
boundaries, and the indicators of evaluating the Islamic legitimate welfare in
accordance with the outlines that were put forward within the framework and
regulations of the Islamic sharia. The research adopted the inductive approach which
dealt with:

- Muslim Commander's authorities in making decisions during and after combat;
authorities pertinent to deceiving the enemy, risking the army, the use of mass

destruction weapons and those related to fear prayer.



- Muslim Commander's authorities in making decisions after combat; authorities
pertinent to war prisoners, distributions of loots and those related to making a truce
with enemies.

The research reached a number of results, the most prominent being the sharia
granted commanders with extensive authorities in terms of making decisions;
especially with regard to deceiving the enemy, risky manners’ behaviors and financial
aspects. The study recommends conducting studies about issues related to Imams’
authorities in making decisions.
