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Abstract

This study aimed to find out the impact of SMEPS' financing policies on
business continuity for small and micro enterprises located in Hadramout Governorate,
as well as the availability of dimensions of financing policies at SMEPS. The researcher
used the analytical description methodology. The study community consisted of the
beneficiaries of the funding provided by SMEPS in Hadramout Governorate for various
small and micro enterprises (112 institutions). The questionnaire was used as a main
tool for data collection, and the questionnaire was distributed to (112) establishments,

and (82) questionnaires were retrieved, all the questionnaires recovered were correct,



because the questionnaire is electronic and was designed according to a system that

does not accept error.

The study reached a number of findings, most notably that the level of
financing policies, the level of advisory services, the level of funding volume, and the
level of monitoring and evaluation of SMEPS in the financing provided to small and
micro enterprises in Hadramout Governorate are highly available, and led to increasing

the level of continuity of small and micro enterprises in Hadramout.

The study recommended several recommendations, the most important of
which are: SMEPS should develop proportionally the level of financing policies,
increase the number of beneficiaries of funding and raise the level of funding volume.
It also recommended SMEPS to maintain the level of advisory services and monitoring
and evaluation it provides, and the study also recommended small and micro enterprises

to continuously improve the business continuity management system
