The researcher utilized the inductive analytical method
and arrived at several key findings, including that all the
mentioned phrases (What shall make you know), (What makes
you know), (And I do not know), (And | know not) and (Nor do
you know) are followed by significant concealed matters. These
concealed matters can be classified into two categories: absolute
concealed matters that Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) did not
inform about or have knowledge of, such as the Day of Judgment
and the like. Whereas the second category revealed concealed
matters whose meanings were disclosed after being acquainted
with what was unknown, like Surah At-Tariq and Al-Qari‘ah.
Moreover, the difference between the two phrases (What shall
make you know) and (What makes you know) is that what is in
the Quran the former indicates knowledge, while the latter
signifies lack of knowledge. The researcher concluded that this
rule of distinction is prevalent but not consistent in all contexts.
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
