This study aimed to identify the difficulties facing the female
students of the Faculty of Education in Mukalla (Dow’an
Key Words: Branch), from the point view of the female students
themselves, relying on a tool that was devised by the
researchers for the purposes of this study.

e Female a descriptive approach in which the researchers prepared a
Students questionnaire consisting of 70 items, distributed on 10 basic
e Faculty domains as follows: The personal domain, the teaching staff

domain, the laboratories domain, the scientific research
domain, the exams domain, the school hours domain, the
lectures domain, the family domain, the college domain and
the way domain.

The tool of the study was reviewed by ten referees who
specialize in education, in curricula, in teaching methodology
and psychology. The coefficient of the study stability was
(0.90), while the random sample of the study consisted of 34
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female students enrolled in the Faculty of Education in
Mukalla (Dow’an Branch).

The results showed that the difficulties facing female students
of the Faculty of Education in Mukalla (Dow’an
Branch\Badhah Region) as per the ten domains include:
specific difficulties that concern the family, which was ranked
first, while the second difficulty was related to the school
hours, followed by the difficulty related to the teaching staff
which ranked third.
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
